Objects of a Charity

The objects of a charity will be stated in the Charity’s Trust Deed or Governing Document. The Objects are the purposes for which the charity was established. The Objects must be ‘charitable’ for the organisation to benefit from charity status. 

It is not possible to change the objects without the prior approval of the Charity Commission – it is rarely given!

The following is a statement of Objects for Greenacres Village Hall
“The Property and the trust fund and its income shall be applied for the purposes of a village hall for the use of the inhabitants of the Parish of Greenacres in the Borough of Greenborough without distinction of sex, sexual orientation, age, disability, nationality, race or political, religious or other opinions, including use of the Property for meetings, lectures and classes or other forms of recreation and leisure time occupation in the interests of social welfare and with the object of improving the conditions of life for the said inhabitants.”

The Charity Commission requires the Trustees to report on how their activities have fulfilled their objects each year. This is easily done by reporting on what activities have taken place in the hall,  E.g. which groups have used the hall on how many occasions, whether this is an increase or a decrease on the previous year and what action the Trustees are taking to continue to pursue the objects of the charity. This information is included in the Charity Annual Report .
